Major crimes down
in Riverside County

Major crimes reported In the

first six months of this year

more dramatically in
both Riverside County and the
city of Riverside than in the state
from the same period last year, a
report says.

According to preliminary sta-
tistics released yesterday by the
state attorney general’s office
that are based

on the Californla Crime In-
dex, major reported crimes from
41 selected law enforcement
lgem:lea In Californis dropped 5.1
percen

Accnl’dln‘ o the report, the
Riverside County shcrﬂh da
partment had an H.3 percent
drop, from 5,621 to 3,827 crimes,
over the same alx-month period
last year.

The percentage drop for the
city of Riverside is 9.7 percent,
from 3,436 Lo 3,20 crimes.

In the county thers were sig
nificant drops in the violent and
property crime calegories of the
index, except willfyl homicides
which showed a slight Increase

Forcible rape, a violent
crime, shawed the most signifi-
cant counly drop of 27.1 percent,
from 70 to 51.

The total percentage drop in
reported violent crimes for the
county, which Include robbery,
aggravated asssult and willml
homicide, was 147 percent —
from 903 Lo 770.

Sam Lawery, chiel deputy
with the Riverside County Sher-
iffs Department, said rapes may

have been discouraged because o
Increased efforts by women'q
counseling groups and others
encourage vielims o report a
prosecute rapists

Although the total pen:enug
of crimes reported in the city of
Riverside dropped 0.7 percent, lg
tal violent cnmu rme 39 per-
cent, from 727 o

The most :Imuﬂcml Increass
In the violenl crime categories in
the city occurred in rubberies
with a 20.2 percent rise, from 193
in 232,

At the same (me, the twn
property crime categories, bur.
glary and motor vehicle theft,
dropped by 3.9 percent from 2,298
1o 2,081, and 24.8 percent from 821
o 487, respectively.

‘The Increase in robberies and
slmultaneous decrease In bur
glaries in the city might be due (»
economic conditions that force
more people 1o slay at home, ac-
rording to Capt. Lerny Gren qf
the Riverside Police Drpmmerj

The 3.1 pervent drop in the
number of crimes far the first six
months of 1943 follows a similar
slight decrease in 1382,

Data collected in the attarney
general's report represenls ap-
proximately 62 percent of the (o
tal erime information reported In
the state.

Preliminary 1983 statistics
provide indicalors of actual
erime rates, although the final
rate figures are not compiled un-
til the end of the year.

“The Pmu.l Code makes the
reporting of even suapectsd
child sbuse mandatory. I con-
sider this not only a moral
obligstion, but a legal one as
well” Trask wrote in the
preface to an official handbook
on Child Abuse Rscognition
and Reporting Seminars
(CARRS) issued by his office.

The three Largst groups for
the seminars are law snforce
ment officers, slementary and
junior high school teachers,
and hospital staff membera,

“‘Abuse ia the laading cause
of death of children under
five.” Trask said. “and we
believe thers are over one
million cases of child abuse in
California sach year."”

Mure than 200 people crowd-
ed Into the 14th Noer board room
i (he county Administrative Cen-
ter in Riverside to hear the cath
tuken by the three supervisors
and seven other county officials
elected in November.

The ceremuny ook place at
nean as the four-year supervisor-
fal terms ended for Donald
Schroeder, who was defeated by
Dunlap. and Alfred McCandless,
who was elected o Congress and
repluced by Larson, Nelther
Schroeder nor McCandless sl
tended the ceremony.

The five-member county
Board of Supervisors now has a
mujority of women for the first
time. Supervisor Kay Ceniceros,
chairmun ol the board, was elect
vd two years age.

Hiverside Municipal Court
Judge Thumas Hollenhorst first
adnnnistervd the nath to Assessor
Frank Seeley, Auditor-Controller
Howard D Steghens, Clerk-Re-
corder William F. Conerly, Coro-
ner Public Adminisirator Willlam
I Dykes, Sheeifl Beriard J.
Clark, Treasuree-Tax  Collector
Ho Wayne Watls and Supt. of
Schoaty Do F. Kunny.

Hulleaborst then adminis
tered the vath tu the supervisurs
Sach of the two groups repeated
the vath in unisun. There were no
furmul spevches during the 13
winute cercmons. The Rey. Al
bert Turmer, founder of the Hose
tiarden Village relirement home
in Hiverside, gave the benedic-
tiun.

AL the other ceremony, al-
tended by mare than 230 people at
the Riverside City Councll Cham-
bery, District Attorney Trask, M,

tually honest” district attorney
who is altuned o the counly's
growing law enforcement de-
munds,

In a brief address, Trask said
he would push for increasing the
number of proseculors to keep up
with the county’'s population
#rowth. The number of altorney
positions — 75 — has not changed
since 1978, Altogether, the office
has about 270 employees and an
annual budget of §9 million.

Trask reiterated his cam-
paign pledge fo “no-noRsense,
twugh approach (o criminals, par-
licularly career criminals” and

more concern fue victimy of vio-
lent crimes

Yuunglove, a $3-yearold Riv-
erside resident, was first elected
lo the board in 1970, He repre-
sents the Fifth District, which
covers Moreno Valley, Perris,
Cherry Valley, Calimesa, Quail
Valley, Canyon Lake and portions
uf Riverside. He defeated hiy two
npponents i the June election

Dunlap, a 5l-year-old River
side homemaker, thwarted
Schroeder’s bid for a third full
term in the November run-off
election after the two topped four
other candidates in the June pri-
mary. She represents the Second
District, which covers Jurupa
and Norco and portions of River-
side and Corona.

Supervisors approve
second phase of DA's
reorganization plan

Counly supervisors yesterday
spproved the second phase of lhe
district attorney's reorg;

“It won't automatically mean
tomorrow 26 attorneys will be eli-
gible far promotion,” Trask said.
“'But It allows us down the road to
have the available for

authorizing more pmmoﬂm op-
portunities and the division of in-
vestigations into three branches.

The changes are part of Dis-
trict Attorney Grover Trask's
program lo develop a stafl of
career prosecutors, a platform he
used in his campaign for office
last year.

The supervisors approved the
first phase of the reorganization
in January by giving Trask au-
tharity to create specialized pros-
ecution divishms. At the same
time, Trask got tentative approv-
sl to give experienced prosecu-
tars extra pay when they are as-
slgned to complex trials. The su-
pervisors have delayed final
action on the pay issue, though, to
allow further study by the Per-
sonnel Department.

The board yesterday gave
Trask authorization to promote 37
of his 70 attorneys to the top pay
scale. There are four steps in the
district attorney’s office pay
scale, and Trask previously was
allowed to have 11 attorneys at
the top level.

In 'a related move, ulu board
tentatively authorized County
Counsel Geerlings and
Public Defender Michael Lewls to
make simlilar promotions [n their
departments. Personnel Director
Michael Snuffin said In a report
that the move would “maintain
equitable career opportunities be-
tween the county’s three legal de-
partments.”

‘The public defender’'s office
has eight positions authorized at
the top “hge p, and would get
15 more at highest level. The
office has 39 allorneys.

The county counsel’s office
has four positions authorized at
the top salary step, and would get

A four-
member bad check prosecution
unit has been set up in the district
attorney’s office.
