Civil complaint filed in hazardous waste case

PERRIS - A civit com
plaint for violation of the
hazardous waste control law
has been filed in Riverside
Superior Court against the
owners of Alark rdard
Chrome Co & chrome
plating business located in
Riverside.

The complaint asks for ar
iniunctior. prohibiting co
owners William Allen and
William Clark f-om
unlawfully transperting,
storing or disposing of
hazardous waste and requir

ng them to take all steps
necessary t~ protect public
health and safety The com-
plaint also requests civii
penalties of 825,000 for each
violation of the hazardous
waste law.

The hearing has been set
tor August 29 on District
Attorney Grover Trask's re-
quest that Allen and Clark
be restrained from violating
the hazardous waste law
pending trial of the case.

The Riverside Counly Dis-
trict Atlorney’s Office is telling
bad-check wrilers to beware.

The office’s bad-check resli-
lution and prosecution program
rollected nearly 10 percenl maore
in restitution from bad-check
writers  thrmaughou!  (he  county
last year, compared o 1983

It alse p osecuted 163 percent
mare bad-check cases in 1984
than the yest befors

And, of ihose cases 'n which
crimizal charges were [iled in
court, nearly 215 percent more
bad checks were involved in 1984
cases compared Lo 1943, sccord
ing to statistics supplied by the
