A jury convicted Nides in
April af the planned murder of
Raymond Paul Perry, 59 on Oct
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pared to gag Medina If ae shout-
ed

His head and face — inclug-

ing Nis eyebrows — freshly
shaved, Medina entered the Dept
i courtroom led by four deputiss
His hands and feet were hound in
chains

As fthe jurers were led into
the courtroom at |1 27 a.m, Med|
na looked straight ahead, and did
noi look at them

It was the first lime the ju-
rars nad seen Medina since Aug
14, when he left court after shouf
ing al them and chiding white and
black jurors

Yesterday, as the couri clerk
reac “Death,” Medina looked
ahead, the dimmed courtroom
light gleaming off the besk of his
bald head

He said nothing. he didny
grunt groan, rustie in his chair or
rattle his chains or mutter obscen-
Ities as he has during past appear-

ances.

"1 thougni for sure he would
cause problems,” sald Pacheco,
the prosecutor. "1 was surprised
he sal there and fook I

Medina's demesnor was not
‘ost on the judge.

“Thank you, Mr Medina,"
Webster sald, as deputles pre-
pared to lead the killer back to
jall

The judge scheduled Oct 25
for formal sentencing. He has the
power 0 sel aside Ihe jury’s rec-
ommended sentence

“an affair” with Nides' wife Dratig
said Barbara Nides. wha is now
divorced from Nides, dated Perry
ihree times but he did not know it
they had a1 sexual relationship

Tral evidence stowed that in
1960 while Nides was overseas In
the Marine Cnrps his wife wenl
oul with Perry, then mngle and a
photographer in a Los Angeles
studio where Barbara Nides
worked

A decade later, the wife told
Nides about the relationship «ith
Perry As a result, Nides went lo
Perry’s house, then in Soutn Gate.
and punched nim in the face

tiled for divorce, Nides (hen be-
gmn sialking Perry.

Nides used a fake name &nd
wrole lo Parry, requesting a pho-
tograph of tim, saying he wanted
to purchase & dog. Perry was a
nationaily known breeder of rare
Kerry Blue Terriers at als kennels
in Lake Mathews. After fis death,
a dog breeder's magazing called

Terrier Type" published several
stories aboul Perry,

Evidence showed Nides
pought weapans including a $mm
pistol and special “snake-shol”
bullets The plastic-tipped bullels
are. gesigned 1o expiode on im-
pact, sending fragments af copper
theoughout the object they hit

On the day of Ihe murder,
Nides showed up at Perry's home,
inaked at 3 puppy and lollowed

shal sever times, including in e
groin, with reguiar and snake-shol
hullets. Pathalogist F. Rene Modg:
fin testified that the shot in ine
groin was s likaly altamot to shoat
Perry In the genitalla. He said the
‘wound was \ike those often inflict-
#a In murders Involviag love-tri-
angle relationships.

Court records showed thal
Nides was depressed, dninking 3
bottia of whiskey & day, and was
suicidal In the days before Ihe
Killing because his wile had filed
for divorce ir January 1987

Ut was going to kil mysett, [
whs 2 walking mess.” he told the
probation oificer. When arrested,
Mides, father of two children, was
